CHEMUNG COUNTY AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY
GUIDELINES FOR EXHIBITION AND USE
OF ANIMALSAT FAIRS

The exhibition and use of animalsis vital part of county fairs. To try to imagine fairs without the sights,
sounds and smells of animals is bound to be unsuccessful. As sponsor of the Chemung County Fair, our organi-
zation is responsible for guaranteeing that animals at the fair for display, competition, and use are treated hu-
manely as the law requires. To mistreat ( overdrives, overloads, tortures or cruelly beats or unjustifiably injures,
maims, mutilates or kills any animal, whether wild or tame) any living creature is a serious crime.

Annually prior to the fair the proposed events and the condition of the fair which is planned should be
specifically determined and certified by a veterinarian licensed to practice medicine. During the fair itself per-
sons familiar with the needs of animals brought to the fair and kept temporarily within the grounds should be im-
mediately available to inspect and determine whether the reasonabl e needs of animals for sustenance or drink are
recommended.

More specific and detailed information relative to statutory requirements, penalties and potentia prob-
lems are addressed in guidelines for the Lawful Ex hibition and Use of Animals at Fairs which is avai lable in
printed form and with these three paragraphs shall represent statements adopted by the
Chemung County Agricultural Society along with the Guidelines for regulations Governing the Conduct of Fair
Patrons which are attached to this Memo and Adopted by the Association as its policies relating to the regulation
of the conduct of Patrons and the monitoring of the treatment of animals at the Chemung County Fair.

ENTRIES

1. Makeall entrieson the blanks furnished for that purpose. Entries made on any other kind of paper will not
be accepted. Extra blankswill be furnished on application to the Fair Office. Blanks may be copied.

2. Beparticular to give Department, Section, and Class Number, as per premium list, aso name of article
and amount of First Premium.

3. Full amount of entrance fee as stated at the head of each department and $10.00 for membership must ac-
company each entry list. The membership ticket is good for admission to the grounds for the entire week of
thefair.

4. Premiums payable on or before November 15th.

5. Premium checks must be cashed within 30 days of receipt or they will become void and the amount returned
to the Society streasury.



GENERAL RULESAND REGULATIONS
Note: aseparate premium list has been printed for the 4-H Department and the Horse Department.

Exhibitors should carefully examine the following in order to understand the manner in which the Fair isto be
conducted, and to prevent mistakes which might otherwise occur.

No.1l. NOTE: ALL ENTRIESWILL POSITIVELY CLOSE AT THE TIMESGIVEN. NO ENTRIESWILL
BE TAKEN AFTER THE CLOSING TIME. ONCE AND ENTRY ISMADE IT CANNOT BE WITHDRAWN
OR CHANGED. ENTRIESMAY BE MADE BY MAIL TO: CHEMUNG COUNTY FAIR, BOX 191,
HORSEHEADS, NY , 14845 OR AT OFFICE DURING WEEK PRIOR TO THE FAIR.

No. 2. Inthe case of oneentry in asection or class, and award will only be given if entry is qualified. The decision of
the Judges will befinal.

No. 3. The payment of $10 constitutes any person a member of the Society if any entry competing for apremium is
made. It also entitles this person to enter articles for premiums, or exhibition, subject to additional chargesin case of
entries for premiums as noted in the rules printed at the head of each department inthelist. The 4-H Club allows en-
tries to be made with no entry fee and these entries can be made without the purchase of a membership ticket. A spe-
cial ticket for exhibitors is avail able to purchase when extra weekly tickets are desired. Children 12 yearsand under
and adults 70 years are not required to pur chase a member ship tickets.

No. 4. Exhibitorswill be supplied with passes for such help asthe officials of the Society may deem necessary. Such
passes shall be non-transferable, and disregard of this rule shall operate as aforfeiture of al premiums awarded and
privileges granted to the person upon whose account such pass or passes shall have been issued. Special tickets will be
available to purchase where helper s passes are note issued.

No. 5. The Society reserves the right to close the entries in any department before the dates as given whenever it shall
have received entries to the limits of the capacity of said department.

No. 6. Exhibitorswill not be allowed to sell goods without permission (though they may book orders), nor will they
be allowed to call attention to their waresin noisy or disorderly manner.

No. 7. This Society assumes no responsibility in case of loss or damage to stock or other exhibitsfrom any
cause, and upon the condition only are entriesreceived. This Society will not assume any liability for personal
injury sustained either by exhibitors, helpers, visitorsor guests.

No. 8. Stallsor pensfor cattle, sheep and swine will be provided until capacity isreached without charge for exhibi-
tion stock until the close of the Fair. (No feed of any description will be furnished for exhibition stock during the
Fair.)

No. 9. ExhibitorsPlease Note:

The Society reserves the right to reject any article, animal or bird, offered for exhibition or competition. The
Society also reserves the right to accept or reject exhibits from outside the County to fill and balance any Department
with the approval of the Board of Directors. Persons desiring to enter and animal or article not listed in the Premium
List will please communicate with the Secretary prior to July 15th, and, if the Board of Directors so rules, there will be
aspecia classmade for thisarticle. Animalsor articles cannot compete in more than one class, or division, except for
herd, family or sweepstakes premiums.



No. 10. Exhibitors must show their exhibits whegreand in such manner as required by the execotfigers in
charge of that department. All exhibits must beeesd in the name of the bonafide owner; such osinershall have
existed not less then thirty days previous to itme of showing. Exhibitors are required to makentiselves ac-
quainted with the prize list and regulations andie in what sections and departments their sritetéong, since
premiums will only be awarded in the class or donsin which animals or articles are entered fanpetition. An
exhibitor violating or neglecting to comply withyarule of the Society will forfeit entrance feewasll as any premi-
ums awarded.

No. 11. As far as possible the single judge systdimule and great care will be taken to selealyadhose who are
qualified. Judges will receive their books frore tBecretary and, when the award is completed,dbkstmust be re-
turned at once. Articles where the entry cardisattached will not be considered. No personessgns will be al-
lowed to interfere with the judges in the dischasféhe duties. Persons wishing to explain in rdda their exhibits
can do so through the Superintendent of the depattmNhere exhibits have been erroneously entéredudges
may have the same corrected by the Secretary bisfeygudge upon the class, but not after judgifbe decision of
the judges shall be final in all cases, except wingistakes, frauds, or misrepresentations are shawsuch cases the
directors , or such referee as the directors miggtsehall decide. No premium shall be awardedrnyjudge for and
unworthy exhibit. Judges will be provided withlsins and cards indicating the first , second, atw,special premi-
ums and they shall attach the ribbons or cards tipoarticle they award prizes at the time of judgi All such pre-
mium cards and ribbons must be displayed duringébition.

No. 12. Premiums will be paid by mail on or befbl@vember 15th.

No, 13. There will be positively no smoking allashi@ any livestock building or tent. This rule mbg enforced ac-
cording to law and the fair society is asking tinerhen in charge on the grounds to help in enfortiis rule. Obvi-
ously this rule is for the protection of each exaits own interest.
